Derbyshire Constabulary Report
PC Whitehead reported that in the last month there had been 7 crimes reported, 33 services calls and 6 suspicious incidents. During operation tai kwon do there had been 17 prosecutions for speeding. 


County & District Councillor’s Report

Cllr. Bevan reported that she had recently attended a planning training seminar and that the rules for permitted development have altered dramatically. She is unsure at this stage which parts apply to the Peak District National Park (PDNPA)area and suggests if any enquiries are made they should be referred to the PDNPA. Several councillors enquired whether any workshops would be run and asked Cllr. Bevan if she could request this.
