Planning Matters
1. It was resolved to confirm as a correct record minutes of the Planning Meeting held on 9 November 2009.
2. Application NP/DDD/0609/0449 – Riverside Garden and Herb Centre, Castleton Road; Certificate of Lawful Use for retail use and café.  The Clerk had been asked by the Chairman to investigate the outcome of this application, as no information had been received from Peak District National Park Authority (PDNPA); the Clerk had only received this information just before the meeting, so the item was added to the agenda at the last minute.  The decision of PDNPA (dated 7 October 2009) was to allow the Garden Centre to continue to sell horticultural produce and accessories, but not to allow retail sales unrelated to horticulture.  Furthermore, the Certificate of Lawful Use was refused for the café.

3. Council Budget for 2010/11

a) It was resolved to confirm as a correct record minutes of the Finance Committee held on 9 November 2009.

b) The Council reviewed its budget set out at the previous Finance Committee, in light of the extra information that the Clerk had obtained from Hathersage Parish Council (HPC).  It was felt that it was essential not to increase the precept, given the current economic climate.  Even having released a considerable proportion of its reserves, the Council was still unable to accede to all of HPC’s requests for funding; while the majority of these requests were budgeted for, a small amount simply was not possible without an increase in the precept.  The Clerk was asked to write to the RFO of HPC to explain this decision and to suggest a number of alternatives for the funding that the Council was unable to provide.  It was resolved to approve the budget as set out in the Appendix and the Clerk was instructed to write to Derbyshire Dales District Council to advise them of the precept required for 2010/11.
