Minutes of a meeting held at Hathersage Memorial Hall

on 3rd April  2012. 

Present – Councillors C Cartledge, HJ Rodgers, B Hanley, D Jackson,  R Ollé, A Schofield, T Wain, & J Wedgwood.
In attendance – CF Cave (Treasurer) left the meeting for item 68.5, AP Jones (Clerk) left the meeting for items 68.5 and 69, A Claxton  (OPC Rep), PCSO A Boswell,  and five members of the public. 
1.   Apologies for absence had been received from Councillors Mander (family illness) and Shuttleworth (work commitment) and District Councillor J. Monks.

2 . Variation in order of business. Agenda item 10.2 was brought forward as members of the public were in attendance to make representations on this item. 

3. Declarations of Interest . Councillor Rodgers declared an interest in agenda item 10.1 Grant application request from BECT, personal friend.

4.Five members of the public attended to make strong representations against the resurfacing work which Derbyshire County Council are proposing to undertake on a track which runs along Callow Bank.  There were a number of points made to substantiate that the track has never been suitable for motorised vehicles, and that the proposed work is totally inappropriate. This was discussed as minuted

5. There was no District Councillors Report. 
6. PCSO Anthony Boswell gave his report on Calls for Service and Crimes in Hathersage over the month.

Resolved. Copy of report to be emailed to Clerk and included in Hathersage News. 
7  Treasurer’s Report on The King George’s Field (Charity 216960) had been circulated , including the accounts for year ending 31 March 2012 Which would be subject to change in respect of interest receivable.
Noted: There were no queries on the report. Resolved: Treasurer to set-up a ‘Just giving’ account on a trial basis.
7.1. The Clerk proposed that in future the King George’s Field be reported separate from the Parish Council Meeting minutes. 
Resolved. In future the King George’s Field report will be noted as having been received but not reported within the body of the minutes.

8. The Minutes of the Meeting of 6th March 2012 had been circulated and were signed by the Chair.

9. NN/DDD/0911/0938 – There have been objections to the proposed diversion of Public Footpaths Nos. 6 and 84, and the planning application for creation of vehicle access and hardstanding from the Hathersage Allotment Group is considered to have been withdrawn.
HAG have written to say they are going ahead with allocating allotments around the existing footpaths.

 Financial matters.
10.1. Monthly accounts had been circulated. There were no queries. 

10.2. Hathersage Parish Council Accounts for Payment were authorised, cheque no’s  8287 to  8314 inclusive,  together with Direct Debits  totalling £8,849.61 (£826.73 VAT) as itemised on Financial Report Appendix (paper copy). 

The £300 donation towards the cost of repairing the Church clock, agreed at the March meeting has not been included because the cost of the repair has been fully funded and the donation is no longer required. 

10.3. Councillors Rodgers and Schofield will be cheque signatories for May .

10.4. Internal Auditor. Annabel Berille has subsequently decided not to take on the Internal Audit. Richard Jones has agreed to do the 2011/2012 Internal Audit. It was resolved to re-appoint Richard jones as internal auditor.
Resolved:  Clerk to enquire of Bradwell, Tideswell and Bakewell Clerks who they use. Chair/Vice Chair to contact Jenny Weatherall who may be available. Chris Cave to contact Brian Wood of DALC regarding the DALC list of internal auditors.
10.5. The Recreation Committee had recommended to increase Pool Staff wages by 2% .

Resolved:  Recreation Committee’s recommendations were endorsed. Also, agreed to increase Pool Professional Adviser and Village Caretaker wages by 2%.  Clerk’s salary to be increased to SCP 19, and Treasurer was asked to accept an increase of one point. 
10.6. Review of system of internal control. 

Resolved: This was deputed to the Finance Committee at a meeting to be held before 23rd April 2012.
10.7.  Resolved: Chair and Treasurer to purchase new computer  for accounts management with maximum spend of £500. 

11. Resolved:  Satisfactory completion of the Clerk’s probationary period was confirmed.
12. Correspondence.

12.1. Resolved: The Parish Council will donate £900 to Bakewell and Eyam Community Transport for a new emergency communication device. Clerk to write to BECT (Edwina Edwards) to ask for details for a cheque to be drawn at next month’s meeting.
12.2. There had been correspondence between interested parties regarding details of the  proposed resurfacing  at Callow Bank. There is photographic evidence that the pathway had been gated up until relatively recently, and it appears that earlier notices given by DCC are inaccurate when specifying the exact location of the intended work. The track is entirely unsuitable for motorised vehicles, the work is expensive and unjustified in the current climate of removal of support for youth services, and there is likely damage to the area as a consequence. 
Resolved:  Councillor Wedgwood will attend the site meeting on 4th April. Chair will draft a letter to DCC to give details of the reasons for the council’s strong objections to the resurfacing.  as a matter of urgency . Chair will keep County Councillor Judith Twigg involved/informed.
12.3. Minor Maintenance Scheme.  Resolved: The grant to be used for the improvements to the Shuttleworth Path. Clerk to organise. 
12.4. Derbyshire Dales District Forum Report. The Chair gave a report outlining the key issues of Supporting Business and Health and Wellbeing priorities.  Details of the forum can be seen at www.derbyshiredales.gov.uk
12.5. WI letter regarding road safety for children travelling to school. Resolved: Clerk to write to the police requesting a speed patrol at the village during the times when the 20 speed limit lights are flashing. Also to write to WI to advise of this and to comment regarding volunteers needed to help with the speed watch, as outlined in the March Hathersage News

13.1. Public Conveniences. There had been no reply from Peter Foley to the email sent on 7th March.
Resolved: Clerk to write and chase-up, and to copy in our District Councillors.
13.2.  Hathersage Village Centre Group . The group would like to present updated plans to both Hathersage and Outseats Parish Councils and have suggested some dates. Resolved:  Clerk to write to HVCG and suggest it be at the 30th April Outseats meeting. 
13.3.  Jubilee Day. Plans have now been circulated. Insurance paperwork is in hand. No further actions.

13.4.  Parish Room Camera – No further information.  The quote for blinds is £12. Resolved: Chair to install blinds.
13.5. Fish Van Contracts – update.  The situation with the wet fish man is still unclear.

Resolved: Chair to chase further and clarify that payment of standing order was due on 1st January.
 13.6.  Church Clock Repairs – Contribution. This did not go ahead as covered in Financial Matters item 10.2.
13.7. Burial Ground Consecration. There has still been no response regarding Bishop Alastair of Derby coming to consecrate the cremation plot in Hathersage Burial Ground. Resolved: Clerk to contact The Rev’d Katie Tupling and ask for an update, commenting that people are wanting to have ashes buried.
13.8. Memorial Hall Windows.  The Memorial Hall management committee have given 21 days notice of their intention to apply for planning permission for work to be carried out to the front of the Memorial Hall. Noted: No concerns were raised, a number of positive comments were made. No actions are to be taken.
14. Recreation Committee. 

14.1. Minutes of Meeting held on 13th March 2012 had been circulated on 22nd March 2012.  These were noted. Resolved: Recreation Committee decisions to go ahead with planning application, the appointment of a CDM, and the recognition of the financial commitment were endorsed.
14.2 Pool Business Structure – sub group. Councillor Jackson gave a report of the meeting on 20th March, and circulated papers outlining proposals for a restructure. There was some discussion and amendments suggested. Resolved: This is to be considered in more detail at the next Recreation Meeting, with a view to bringing proposals back to the June main Hathersage Parish Council meeting. (Note that the June HPC meeting is actually to be held on 29th May.)
It was also agreed that Councillors Cartledge and Jackson, and the Treasurer would arrange a meeting with the Derbyshire Dales District Councillors to informally discuss some of the possibilities and issues around these.
