129. Apologies for absence were received from Councillor JA Shuttleworth; District Councillor J Bevan; 

County Councillor J Twigg; PC I. Richardson; and PCSO A Boswell:

130. There was no variation in order of business.

131. There were no declarations of members interests. Councillors had considered whether for discussion and voting on the Precept they would have a Disclosable Pecuniary Interest, as had been outlined in the DALC Circular no. 45 which had been circulated to Councillors in advance of the meeting. It was noted that Councillors had never previously been required to declare an interest in the setting of the Precept; that nothing of substance had changed in this regard, and that Councillors had no more interest in the precept than any other member of Hathersage community. Noted.

132. There was no public participation.

133. PCSO Boswell had sent a police report. There had been 1 call for service regarding a road traffic accident; 2 calls regarding suspicious incidents involving vehicles and persons; 3 calls regarding concern for a person’s safety and 3 calls regarding highways being blocked. Crimes had been committed as follows – on 08/11/12 theft from a motor vehicle and damage to vehicle on Moorland Road; on 14/11/12 3 vehicles were broken into on Stanage edge in the beauty spot car parks, and on 28/11/12 a motor vehicle was stolen from The Dale. Noted.
134. DC Jean Monks briefly reported on the early stages of the new refuse collection service, and it was noted that the bin collection had not been going well. Cllr Monks asked for ongoing feedback.
135. The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 6th November had been circulated and were confirmed and signed by the Chair.

136. Planning Applications 

Parish Council Consultation NP/DDD/1112/1179
1, High Leigh, Sheffield Road, 

Demolition of existing UPVC (white) conservatory; retention of base wall and erection of timber framed garden room. Replacement of UPVC glazed wall and roof to kitchen.
The Parish Council had no concern or comments to make with regard to this application. 

137. Planning Decisions

NP/DDD/0912/0938 

Proposed new store building, new shop extension with parking alterations, and associated forecourt works with new external bunkers. Planning Application has been granted with conditions. Noted. 

138. Financial Matters

138.1 The RFO invited Councillors to feed back on the format of financial reporting. Resolved: Councillors will bring any comments about degree of detail, layout and other preferences to the January meeting.

138.2 The treasurer’s report and monthly accounts, as previously circulated were approved, with one amendment to cheque no. 8813 for a donation of £133.34 to the Memorial Hall Windows. This will not be paid pending answers to a query raised by Outseats Parish Clerk that sufficient funds have already been donated. Resolved: Clerk to write to the British Legion to explain that the cheque was not being paid and that Hathersage Parish Council needed to establish if sufficient funds have already been donated, or if the reported funds actually included the £133.34 which Hathersage Parish Council had said it would give.

138.3 Resolved: Cllrs Cartledge and Rodgers will scrutinize payments at the meeting on 8th January. Cllr Mander will also be available if needed as back-up.

138.4 The Trustees of the Hearse House Fund reported as follows - The Trustees considered clause 2 of the deed sealed by the Charity Commission on 18th January 1966 with particular reference to the Localism Act 2012. Under clause 2 of the deed applications of income are limited to items which cannot be provided out of rates, taxes or other public funds. As the General Power of Competence given to local authorities by the Localism Act greatly increases the range of items which can be provided out of rates and taxes the trustees were of the opinion that opportunities for application of the charity’s income would become difficult to identify and therefore passed the following resolution –

“That clause 2 of the deed sealed by the Charity Commission on 18th January 1966 is amended by the deletion of the words and for which provision cannot be made out of rates, taxes or other public funds”.

Noted.

138.5 The RFO presented a draft budget. Various options were considered and the following points were noted - 

a) There will be no wage increases this year. However, the Clerk now has increased mileage and travelling time resulting from the new meetings structure. The Clerk’s contract does not give a mileage allowance for travel from her home to Hathersage. It was agreed that to compensate for the extra costs incurred the Clerk’s travel time will be included as working time on the time sheets submitted. The RFO noted that this would amount to significantly less than if the mileage was to be paid.
b) The Chairman’s Allowance is to be increased by £10.

c) The Village Caretaker’s unpaid holiday will affect the salaries budget.

d) The Clerk will ask for tenders for grass cutting to try to achieve a lower cost.

e) There will be an allocation of £5k for the village toilets in expectation of work needing to be done regardless of the village centre development programme.

f) The Clerk will obtain new tenders for maintenance work to the Shuttleworth Path, as the nature of the work required is now substantially more than the previous expectations.
g) The Pool Path needs to be re-surfaced and quotes are to be obtained.

h) There need to be funds reserved against resurfacing of the Hard play Area.

Resolved: In accordance with the above, the RFO will prepare and circulate a revised budget for approval at the January meeting. 
138.6  Resolved:  Following consideration and approval of the budget, the amount of the Precept will be agreed at the January meeting.
139 Swimming Pool Committee

139.1 The Minutes of the Swimming Pool Committee Meeting of 13th November had been circulated.
The SPC Chair Councillor Jackson reported on the meeting and it was noted that there was some discrepancy over the agreed terms of reference for the Swimming Pool Committee and the Finance and Operations Sub Committees over which there was a query on the draft minutes. Resolved: This is to be clarified and resolved at the next SPC meeting.
139.2 The brochure has been completed well ahead of last year’s completion date.  Resolved: The brochure can be sent to Alistair to be adapted for the Bedroom Browser advert.

139.3 New Year’s Day Swim. Cllr Jackson outlined the circumstances leading to advertisement for the Cold Swim appearing in the village which stated there will be a water temperature of 15 degrees. There was concern that the water temperature on the day may not achieve this, depending on the air temperature and the efficiency of the boiler over the days preceding the swim. Resolved: There will be very large notices on the side of the pool making it absolutely clear what the actual water temperature is before anyone enters the pool. There will be notices advising that HPC recommend the wearing of wetsuits for the cold water swim. It was noted that the cafe will be closed on New Year’s Day.
139.4 Community Leisure Space – Monaghan’s are costing the development programme pro bono. A ball park figure of £350k was likely.  The costings will be based on i) the development as per the plan, which is designed for seasonal (summer only) use. (Funding is less accessible for a seasonal use only development); and ii) with additional work which will enable 365 day use. Noted.
139.5 Friends of the Pool. The transfer of FOP funds has still not been resolved. Andy Hartley, the Friends of the Pool contact is currently out of the country. Resolved: The Clerk to continue to pursue this.

139.6 Insurance Claim. There has been a claim for an injury sustained by a member of the public following an incident of tripping in the pool grounds, which the insurance company are processing. Noted.
140 Leisure Committee

140.1 The Minutes of the Leisure Committee Meeting of 30th November had been circulated, and the minutes were received. The LC Chair Cllr Mander reported on the meeting and in particular it was noted that the Leisure Committee had made recommendations with regard to the Skate facility development.
Resolved: Cllr Mander will communicate the Leisure Committee recommendations to the Playing Field Association on behalf of Hathersage Parish Council. 
Also Resolved: Copies of the Village Plan are to be circulated to the residents who have written to the Parish Council raising concerns about the Skate facility development. O P Cllr J Hodgkinson has a copy of the Village Plan and will forward a copy for circulation by the Clerk.
140.2 Cllr Hodgkinson asked if funding applications for the Skate facility should be made in the name of King George’s Field. This was confirmed. The Chair thanked Cllr Hodgkinson and the Playing Field Association for the work done so far, particularly in funding applications. Les Warren, Leisure Officer of Derbyshire Dales District Council has advised that some funding may be available towards sound assessments and Planning Application. Planning Application fees have been increased during the last week. Noted.
141 Clerk’s Report

141.1 The Clerk advised that a review of the Standing Orders will be carried out. Resolved: The current Standing Orders will be circulated with proposals for areas of consideration and Councillors will give feedback. 

141.2 A Thank you letter has been received from the Chernobyl Children’s Holiday organisers, expressing a hope that similar arrangements can be made next year. Noted. Clerk to acknowledge.
141.3 A Thank you letter has been received from the Churchyard Committee for funding in 2012, expressing the hope that support will continue in 2013. Noted. Clerk to acknowledge.
142. Outseats Parish Council.

142.1 The minutes of the previous OPC meeting had been received and circulated to all Councillors.
142.2 The OPC Precept has been set. Noted. 
142.3 Outseats Parish Council Representative to this meeting Cllr Hodgkinson, advises that David Palmer, the Outseats Council Clerk, has given notice to resign his position. Also, that he is currently out of the country on holiday for several weeks. Noted.
142.4  Cllr Jackson will be our representative at the January meeting. 
143. Joint Transport Committee. 
143.1 The minutes of the JTC meeting of 15th October had been circulated to all Councillors in advance of the meeting.
143.2 Cllr Olle reported on the meeting, and in particular that the request for signage warning of the sharp bend approaching the turning for Ringinglow had been refused. Also, that the DCC had proposed no action to deal with the dangerous situation at the pinch point in front of the chemists on the Main Road. Cllr Olle is co-ordinating feedback to DCC in respect of evidence of visibility problems, and invited responses from Councillors. This is being publicised to encourage feedback from residents and road users. Cllr Olle also requested a check of previous minutes for details of evidence previously submitted to DCC and DCC’s response There is to be a JTC meeting on 4th February which will include a review of parking issues. Noted.
143.3 Cllr Schofield raised concerns about the dangers caused by water coming down Sheffield Road which is not being handled by drains (which are perhaps blocked) and which is freezing creating a hazard. It was noted that any member of the community can report any highways issue to DCC through their online contact facility.  Resolved: The Clerk will notify DCC of the danger caused by water coming down Sheffield Road following any heavy rain, such that at this time of year it is almost constant.
Resolved: There will be an item on the HPC January 8th Agenda to discuss the JTC terms of reference and to appoint a new JTC Representative. 

144  Village Matters

144.1  The Memorial Hall Management Committee has requested that HPC register the Memorial Hall with the Land Registry. Resolved: HPC are in agreement that the Hall be registered. It was noted that Brian Ward has indicated a willingness to carry this out on HPC’s behalf. The Chair will liaise direct with the Secretary of the Memorial Hall Management Committee in order to progress this. 
144.2 The Shuttleworth Path. Resolved: The Clerk will invite tenders for the maintenance work on the Shuttleworth Path. Cllr Jackson to assist by providing the Clerk with the details of local companies with the capacity/facilities to carry out the work required. 

144.3 The Allotment Group Minutes of 12/11/2012 have been circulated. Noted. 

144.4 Neighbourhood Planning – this item is to be carried forward to the January meeting. 
144.5 An appeal has been received from Friends of the Peak for funding in support of their work against off-roading. Resolved: HPC will make a donation of £50.00.
