HATHERSAGE PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of a meeting held at Hathersage Memorial Hall

 on 10 January 2012. 

 Present – Councillors C Cartledge, B Hanley, D Jackson, P Mander, R Ollé, HJ Rodgers, J Shuttleworth & T Wain.
In attendance – CF Cave (Treasurer), AP Jones (Clerk) (newly appointed), Outseats Parish Councillor P Whitney, District Councillor J Monks,  & two members of the public. 
Public participation

1. The Council accepted Catherine Nicklin’s offer to organise a Jumble Sale on the Council’s behalf on Saturday 17th March, proceeds expected around £2,000 to go to Swimming Pool. 

Resolved: Treasurer to supply the insurance form.

Trevor Ibbotson made representations on the issue of increased problem and illegal parking at a number of specific locations within the village.  
Resolved: The Joint Transport Committee is already working on this issue and have arranged to liaise with Mr Ibbotson regarding putting his specific concerns to D.C.C. Highways. JTC will email Mr Ibbotson a map of parking restrictions.
2. District Councillor  J Monks attended and reminded councillors regarding Derbyshire Dales full council meeting on 2nd February, and Nominations for the Judith Twigg Local Awards for 27th February.
3. There was no Police attendance and the Police report was not received in time for the meeting.
The King George’s Field (Charity 216960)
1. 100 prospective patrons had been canvassed with 48 responding and £3,600 raised. A further Patron is in the process of signing up The Patron’s letter is to be taken up by the Recreation Committee for wider circulation to be considered. £478 had been donated during the month, and a further £200 was handed over as cookery book sale proceeds. There was an additional donation from the Trustees of Elsie Lawrence dec’d of £1,000.

2. There had been no requests for donations. 
3. Accounts for payment. 
Noted: The schedule of accounts (cheques no 127, 128 & 130) for payment totalling £55.95 was approved.

4.HMRC authorised and responsible persons. 

 Resolved: The Treasurer was approved as HMRC authorised person, and Chair and Vice Chair as responsible persons (with authority to change authorised person) for gift aid scheme, for the time being.

5. 100 Club prize policy is to be changed. 
Resolved: The Chair will put forward a proposal for new arrangements ahead of time to be discussed at the next meeting.

Council meeting

1.Apologies. Apologies for absence had been received from Cllrs Schofield  & Wedgwood (family commitments), and from the Clerk, June Robins (family commitments). 
Resolved: To invite June and George Robins to next month’s meeting. In the absence of the outgoing Clerk the minutes were taken by the new Clerk.

2.  Members declaration of interest. There were no valid declarations of interest.
3. Minutes. The minutes of the meeting held on 14 December were approved.
4. Planning Applications.

4.1. NP/DDD/0211/0141 Little John Hotel, Retrospective application for replacement windows.  The Council made no objections. Note extended response deadline of 11/01/12.
4.2 NP/DDD/1211/1299, West of Baulk Lane, Change of use from agricultural land to 80 allotment plots with associated vehicle access, hard standing and communcal facilities.

The Council objected on a number of issues relating to the design and appearance of the development and in relation to local needs, particularly to the use of limestone surfacing for the hard standing and would wish to see reinforced grass used as on the parking areas at Stanage and Crossland Road. Permanent parking would not be justified. The Council object to the inclusion of a portaloo as not a necessity or usual provision for allotments particularly in view of availability of village public conveniences. The Council query the need for this number of allotments, and consequent extent of developments proposed, having seen no evidence of requirement for this number at the present time.

The Council considered this application in conjuction with NP/DDD/0911/0938 same/adjacent site for 40 allotments which is a more appropriate proposal for level of development. 

5. Planning Decisions

5.1. NP/DDD/1011/1057, Woodthorpe, Station Road, Granted.

5.2. NP/DDD/0911/0934, Greenhills, Back Lane, Refused.

6. Planning Matters.

6.1. Consideration of receiving Planning Applications and decisions by email.

Resolved: Clerk to notify Peak Planning that hard copies of Planning Applications are still required, but that email to Clerk of decision notices and general correspondence will be acceptable.

6.2 Notification of final Parishes Accord & Guide to Planning.

Resolved: Clerk to circulate to Parish Councillors electronically.

7. Financial matters.

7.1. The monthly accounts as previously circulated were approved. There were no queries.
7.2. Accounts for payment (cheques no 8233/8249) totalling £5,890.70 (including £627.40 VAT) as previously circulated were approved. with the addition of payments for wages of £172.61 and Memorial Lamp electricity of £23.51 + VAT £1.18 were approved.

7.3. Councillors Rodgers & Ollé were authorised to sign cheques at the February meeting.
7.4. The 2012/13 precept was approved at £26,000. Reimbursable expenditure claims of £25,000 for the swimming pool and £1,269 for playing field mowing were also approved.

8. The Clerk’s salary was determined at SCP 18.
Resolved: Treasurer to formally write to notify Clerk for inclusion as part of Terms & Conditions of Employment.

9. Correspondence.
9.1 Request from DCC to champion the community’s case for better broadband. 

Noted: None of the councillors were minded to commit time to this.

9.2 Request from DCC for comments by 13th January on proposed diversion of public footpaths no. 6 and 84 (please note this was quoted as footpaths no. 6 and 24 in error on the agenda.)

Resolved: Clerk to respond that Hathersage Parish Council recommend the proposed diversion to assist the Allotment Group in better allocation of the land. (Urgent).

10 Village Matters

10.1. Footpath Report.

Noted: There were no concerns.

10.2. Proposed date of Village centre presentation, 27 February 2012 at 7.00 p.m. immediately prior to the Outseats PC meeting.

Noted: The Chair will be attending. Other councillors to consider.

11. Recreation Committee. Report on the meeting held on 14 December. Councillor Jackson reported on current issues and concerns about the workload in consideration of the capacity of the Recreation Committee with its current structure. Additional manpower will be needed to work on marketing, grant applications and the processes around the rebuilding work.

Resolved: Councillor Jackson will put together a proposal for a restructure/better way forward.  This can be circulated through the website. There will be an extra meeting called Feb/March to discuss the proposal.

Noted for information: Re- marketing, there will be a feature on Hathersage including the pool in a forthcoming issue of The Guardian in 3-4 weeks time.

Resolved: Poster to be circulated by Councillor Jackson by email for other councillors comment asap. Finalised posters to be around the village as early as possible. 

11.2 Request from Outseats PC for two representatives on the Recreation Committee.

Resolved: This was approved. Note that the structure and committee membership will be revised in May as item 11 above.

11.3 Cost of season tickets for Outseats residents.

Resolved: This item be taken to next Recreation Committee agenda for discussion 17/01/2012.

Also, that Chair and Clerk would draft a response to OPC regarding mutual interests and looking to a happy outcome.

Further, that Clerk will draw up proposed rota for HPC representatives to attend OPC meetings. (Note no OPC meetings in August or December, and Councillor Rodgers to attend July).

12.3 Appointment for representative for January OPC meeting.

Resolved: Councillor Jackson will attend.

Resolved: Clerk to email OPC Clerk to give agreement for John Dalton to run the What's On section of the village website.
