Minutes of a meeting held at Hathersage Memorial Hall

on 6th March  2012.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
35/12.   Two members of the public attended with regard to the ongoing case for a skate park to be built in the village. It was stated that the skate park would not require Planning Approval provided it was within planned size limits , and that they were determined that the facility would add aesthetically to the village. The Chair stressed that the Parish Council’s response at the previous meeting should not be taken to indicate that there was already approval in principal from the Parish Council.  
The Clerk advised that the Parish Council were awaiting a detailed proposal from Mr Wilson and his committee, which was to be presented to the Recreation Committee in the first instance, before being brought to the full Parish Council.

It was noted that there is to be a meeting of the skate board development team with children and parents on Thursday 8th March.

36/12 Simon Gedye – Architect, and Keith Groom and Oliver Lewis from Nashmead Engineers  presented a report on the Consultation on the Solarium development  proposals. The report had been circulated to councillors by email in advance of the meeting. Simon Gedye gave additional information that it was essential to appoint a Construction Design Management Consultant whose role would be to ensure the design met all Health & Safety requirements. Mr Gedye recommended a Mr. Neil Bullock who is a qualified CDM Consultant. This would add £350 - £500 to the original quote. 
Concerns were noted with regard to timing of fund raising versus application for Planning Permission. This item is to be added to the agenda for the Recreation Committee Meeting of 13th March. 
37/12.  Derbyshire Dales District Councillor’s Report

District Councillor  Jean Monks attended and reported on matters as follows –
Parish Councils Conference
There was a presentation by Paul Wilson regarding planning and the implications of the Localism Act.

All existing planning policy is brought into 1 document but  all potential issues aren't covered in the document.
Emphasis is on planning to support economic growth and development. The default answer to development is ‘yes’ except where this would compromise key elements in the local Framework. 
A community plan would cost between £16,000 - £30,000. Default position will be the present Planning Authority. He was concerned that permission could be granted where the plan had no policy on a particular issue. When the plan is effected then there has to be a 50% majority in favour of the Neighbourhood development plan. 

Sandra Lamb gave a presentation about changes with Standards and Communities and the Localism Act. Once made Declarable Pecuniary Interests declaration on register won't need to declare at meetings but can't participate/vote. Declarations made available on web sites. Will have to adopt a code of conduct which the District will help with.

The community will be able to express an interest in taking over the running of a public service.
