66/13   Planning Application NP/DDD/0413/0304 – Riverdale, Jaggers La: Conversion of a single-storey out-               building, replacement of a lean-to with a linking structure, two-storey bathroom extension, and new garage and workshop 
After a detailed discussion of the application, it was resolved to respond to the Peak District National  Park Authority as follows:

Outseats Parish Council is broadly content with this application, noting that it will improve the existing property, making it a more liveable-in space. 

However, the Council has a concern that the proposed roof-mounted solar panels will be visible from the far side of the valley, probably obtrusively so. In view of the fact that the land at the rear of Riverdale is too steep to be of much use for anything else, the Council wishes consideration to be given to the solar panels being moved to this land, where they will be less obtrusive than on the roof. 
67/13   Planning Application NP/DDD/0413/0315 – Gamekeeper’s Cottage, Brookfield Manor: Single-storey side extension 
After a detailed discussion of the application, it was resolved to respond to the Peak District National Park Authority as follows:

68/13   Planning Application NP/DDD/0413/0317 – Little Gatehouse, Gatehouse La: Extension to create a porch and hall on the east aspect 
After a detailed discussion of the application, it was resolved to respond to the Peak District National Park Authority as follows:

Outseats Parish Council, in considering this application, notes that it is an already-extended property, albeit tastefully designed and in keeping with the traditional style of the building. The Council is mindful that over-extended buildings can result in damage to the building's essential character; however, this application is for an extension which appears to be sufficiently unobtrusive that the Council is willing to support the application.
69/13   Planning Application NP/DDD/0113/0048 – Brookfield Manor: Replacement of existing security lighting, and installation of CCTV cameras 
(The Council had, after its April meeting, responded to the Peak District National Park Authority on this application. PDNPA had then sought the Council’s opinion on alterations to the proposed CCTV system near the Birley Lane entrance, to address the Council’s expressed concern.) The Council resolved to inform PDNPA that the alterations to the proposed CCTV system were sufficient for the Council to withdraw its previous objection to this planning application.
