Declaration of Members’ Interests
Cllr Gordon declared an interest, because he is employed by the Peak District National Park. Cllrs Whitney and Palmer declared an interest, as friends of the applicant in minute 118/13 (part 3) below.

Public Speaking

The member of the public present gave his comments on planning application NP/DDD/0513/0396 (Cunliffe Cottage, Castleton Rd) which had been discussed at last month’s meeting.
District Cllr Monks gave a verbal report on recent DDDC matters. The items mentioned included the recent North Area Community Forum, the proposed merger of the Grounds Maintenance and Street Cleansing teams, a £75k refund to DDDC by Serco to reflect the poor start to the new waste-collection contract, and a poor response so far to the Blooming Dales! competition.
Peak Park Cllr Furness gave a verbal report on recent PDNPA matters. The items mentioned included the likelihood of PDNPA’s ARP committee starting to consider this autumn a permanent Traffic Regulation Order for Long Causeway, and the current position with the Stanage Forum. Cllr Furness intends to attend Outseats Parish Council meetings approximately every 6 months from now on.

Since being nominated as Outseats’ representative on this committee, Cllr Palmer has experienced ongoing diary difficulties with attending. It was agreed that one of Cllrs Marsden or Taylor will represent Outseats at Memorial Hall committee meetings until Cllr Palmer is able to resume.

Planning Applications 
1. NP/DDD/0513/0396 – rebuilding of Cunliffe Cottage, Castleton Rd: The comments made by the member of the public (see minute 115/13) were considered. It was resolved that there is no change in the Parish Council’s position on this application.

2. NP/DDD/0613/0450 - North Lees Hall, new internal boiler and external flue: It was resolved to respond to PDNPA as follows: The Council has no objection to the application.

5. The Council noted with concern (especially given the controversial nature of the issues) that it has not yet received any response from PDNPA to its comments, made in March, on 2 planning applications re Cow Close Farm. Peak Park Cllr Furness offered to investigate.

Highways/Footpaths
1. Following the last meeting, the Clerk had written to Derbyshire CC re the possible merits of designating Ridgeway as a Quiet Lane. A reply is still awaited. 

2. As agreed at the last meeting, Cllr Palmer tabled a map showing the proposed location for a new public bench seat on a footpath. The Council endorsed the proposed location, and resolved that the Clerk should enquire if PDNPA have any objection.

3. It was noted that the local PDNPA Ranger is currently assessing the stability of the stones in the stepping-stones footpath across the River Derwent.

4. Concern was expressed at the current condition of the Hill Lane–Ranmoor Lane footpath. The Clerk was directed to establish who maintains it, and to pursue accordingly.

The Council instructed the Clerk to write to Derbyshire CC, congratulating them on the high quality of the new surface (and associated works) achieved on Long Causeway, while also registering concern at the risk of these works being damaged unless the anti-vehicle gates are quickly repaired.

5. The Council had received a Grant Application Form (with accounts) from Heart for Hathersage CIC. As a grant of £75 had previously been agreed (minute 12/13 of January) but not paid, it was resolved that this amount should now be paid to Heart for Hathersage.
