Planning Application NP/DDD/0513/0396 – Cunliffe Cottage, Castleton Rd
It was resolved to respond to the Peak District National Park Authority as follows:

The proposed dwelling is extensive, and considerably larger than the building it would replace. The Council, while recognising that from most directions the new building would not be visible, nevertheless feels that to agree to this application would be very undesirable in respect of the precedent set, i e it would make it appreciably more difficult to mollify other applicants who get their applications rejected under the "no more than 25% larger" rule if they see someone else breaching it to such a significant degree. For that reason, Outseats Parish Council believes that this application should be declined.

Highways/Footpaths
1. It was noted, regarding the discussion at the previous meeting about the footpath from Coggers Lane to Brookfield Drive, that remedial works will now be undertaken to this by PDNPA at no cost to the Parish Council. 
2. It was resolved to inform Derbyshire CC that the Parish will participate in their Snow Warden scheme in this coming winter on the same basis as last winter.
