Public Speaking

1. PC Richardson reported on recent crimes in the parish, including thefts from vehicles near Stanage.
2. District Cllr Bevan reported on a recent presentation to DDDC by Derbyshire Fire & Rescue on its reorganisation proposals, and on forthcoming changes to DDDC car-parking charges. 

3. Sue Smith, from the Peak District National Park Authority, described how the transition between DCC’s current Traffic Regulation Order on Long Causeway and PDNPA’s intended replacement TRO is expected to be managed. She also described possible future TRO enforcement strategies.

The Clerk tabled proposed new Standing Orders for the Council, derived from a recent reissue of nationally-recommended Standing Orders. It was resolved to implement the Clerk’s proposals forthwith.

Proposed Hathersage skate-park
It was noted that the proposed skate-park in Hathersage parish would be the subject of a television programme on 26 November, in which the public would be invited to vote for it to receive lottery funding.

Planning
1. It was noted that PDNPA has consented to applications NP/DDD/0513/0396 (Cunliffe Cottage) and NP/DDD/0613/0450 (North Lees Hall), and has refused consent for application NP/DDD/0213/0087 (Cow Close Farm).
2. Regarding application NP/DDD/1113/1023 (10, Park Edge), it was resolved to respond to PDNPA as follows: 









Action: Clerk
The Parish Council has considered this application, and has no objections to the proposed works. 
Councillors did however express concern that the computer-generated visuals contained within the Design & Access Statement are misleading. If you compare the as-now photograph of the front of the property with the 'proposed' visual, the property has been made to look more attractive than it really is, by subtly altering the proportions of the features. While this has not influenced the Council's opinion in this case, it might subconsciously do so in some future case, and so Councillors ask that PDNPA be more rigorous about rejecting documents containing visuals which, whether intentionally or not, could mislead.

4. A further grant application had been received from Bakewell & Eyam Community Transport. It was resolved to award them a grant; the amount will be authorised at the Council’s February meeting.  

5. The Finance Committee had proposed a 2014/15 budget for the Council. Some slight amendments to this were discussed and agreed, and it was then resolved that this will be the Council’s budget for 2014/15, resulting in a 1% rise in the parish’s Precept.
