After a discussion of the application, it was resolved to respond to PDNPA as follows:
Outseats Parish Council notes that the size of the dwelling exceeds the recommended internal floor area for 'affordable' housing by a significant margin, and that its remote location makes it less than ideal for local-needs housing (it being beyond realistic walking distance to the shops and local amenities). The dwelling is now appreciably larger than when the Local Needs Occupancy condition was applied, as a result of a 2001 planning permission which allowed it to be extended beyond a suitable size for local-needs use. It seems to the Parish Council that any argument for retaining the Local Needs Occupancy condition was, in effect, extinguished thereby. There appears to the Parish Council therefore to be no basis for it to object to this current application.
