1. County Cllr Twigg noted that (1) she had been continuing to press Officers to achieve prompt abolition of the DCC Traffic Regulation Order on Long Causeway, and (2) there appeared to have been numerous responses to the Mobile Libraries consultation; these were now being considered.  
2. Hathersage Cllr Rodgers noted the good progress with the construction of the village skatepark.

Highways/Footpaths
1. It was hoped that PDNPA would shortly implement their intended Traffic Regulation Order on Long Causeway; the Clerk had sought an update on progress from PDNPA.
2. It was noted with concern that DCC has made no further progress on resolving residents’ concerns about misleading signage on the right of way from Ranmoor Hill to Footpath 21. 
3. The outcome of the 13 Aug site-meeting with DCC regarding the need for appropriate repairs to Hurstclough Lane was noted. It was resolved now to await the result of the PDNPA archaeologist’s site visit.
4. A resident’s complaint about excessive vegetation encroaching on Footpath 36 (off Jaggers La) was noted; the Clerk had sought remedial attention by the relevant landowner.

1. NP/DDD/0814/0805 - Shelton, Coggers La, erection of detached garage: After a discussion of this application, it was resolved to respond to PDNPA thus:
Outseats Parish Council supports the application, subject to (1) the design ensuring that surface water from the hardstanding will drain away in a way which avoids run-off on to the road, as the latter already suffers from too much surface water from various sources in rainy weather, and (2) closure of the existing access from the highway
