	Public Participation

	PCSO A Boswell reported there had been 3 burglaries on dwellings and a theft of books from St Michael and All Angels Church. He urged the public to be vigilant and report any suspicious activity, noting the time, date, and location of the activity, and the registration number, make and colour of any suspicious cars. Anthony advised that the SNT would not be present in the village for the Christmas Lights event in the village. The Clerk will ensure the event team are aware. There has been no news on the bank robbery – enquiries are still ongoing.

	Isabel Frenzel, Rural Housing Enabler gave an update on potential affordable housing development sites in the village. The Dore Lane site has been ruled out because of the proximity of the railway line, the narrow/winding nature of the access road which would require expensive highways development on top of the cost of the house building, and the landowner is not willing to make the land available. The Castleton Road site was considered to have less impact from the railway line, and the access road was not considered a problem by the Highways Dept. Isabel confirmed that other sites in the village would be considered. HPC were vehement that the only site HPC considered suitable is the Dore Lane site, and that HPC did not consider the railway line and access road to be insurmountable barriers. HPC commented that any consideration of e.g. school owned land would also be vehemently opposed. Cllr Mander offered to meet for a site visit at any time convenient to Ms. Frenzel to discuss the relative merits of the various proposals. Ms. Frenzel then left the meeting.

	District Councillor Jean Monks reported on the waste collection arrangements for the Christmas period. These are posted on the PC Notice Board and will also be included in the next Hathersage News. The next Northern Forum will be on 16th February 2015 and this will include advice on encouraging members of the public to stand for 2015 election as Parish Councillor. The Clerk advised that this issue has also been covered by an item on the village website. Cllr Monks advised that a DCC consultation on proposed reduction to funding for Community Transport was supposed to have been communicated through Parish Councils. The Clerk confirmed that nothing had been received from DCC or DALC regarding the consultation by either Hathersage or Outseats Clerks, and also that enquiries with DALC established that no formal request from DCC to circulate the information had been received at the DALC office. It was resolved that the Clerk will write to DCC to object to the failure to consult, and also to strongly oppose the proposed reduction in funding.
D Cllr Monks offered support for HPC in respect of the affordable housing sites update and will look into the rules guiding the process.

D Cllr Monks also offered to seek assistance from DDDC for expertise in expediting the land transfer from Dales Housing and DDDC to HPC towards the Heart for Hathersage development. This was gratefully acknowledged by the Chair.
