	A member of the public made representation to the Council in strenuous opposition to the removal of the Dore Lane section from the proposal for double yellow lines in the Station Road/Station Approach area. He already experiences problems with access due to the existing parking. This is affecting his farming business. He explained that putting double yellow lines on the other 3 sections of road but not putting them on Dore Lane would cause more parking on Dore Lane roadside and verge, and cause serious problems for heavy farm vehicles needing to turn into Dore Lane to access farm land.  Councillors supported this view. As the JTC does not meet until July it was resolved that the Clerk would write to DCC regarding the proposal HMTRS 16614 to oppose the revised scheme in the strongest terms. The original scheme for double yellow lines on all 4 sections – Station Road/Station Approach and Dore Lane was the correct solution. County Councillor Judith Twigg asked to be referred to in the letter. District Councillor Jean Monks had written to the Clerk also in support of the original scheme.
