Planning
1. Regarding application NP/DDD/0214/0159 (Westlowe Lodge, creation of off-road parking), it was resolved to respond to PDNPA as follows: The Council wonders, in view of the proximity of the site to a sharp bend, whether there might be Highways objections to creating this new driveway. However, that is a matter for Highways, and in all other respects Outseats Parish Council has no objection to this proposal. 
2. Regarding application NP/GDO/1213/1106 (Cow Close Farm, creation of new access road), it was resolved to respond to PDNPA as follows: Councillors were most concerned that PDNPA must ensure that the proposed new stone wall does actually get built - in order to preserve the landscape when looking from a distance towards the farm. Councillors also asked for there to be a stipulation that the new drive should not be equipped with roadside lights of any sort - as this would create inappropriate light pollution at night.
