Outseats Parish Council believes that the proposed extension will not be intrusively visible, and thus is happy to support the application.

Outseats Parish Council has no objections, but observes that the campsite building appears well-suited to the installation of solar panels and thus it seems odd that these have not been specified as part of this heating scheme.

3. NP/DDD/0914/0970 – North Lees Farm. It was resolved to respond to PDNPA thus:
Outseats Parish Council welcomes the initiative to provide refreshments, and thus broadly supports the application. However, the Council notes that: 
1. apparently in connection with this initiative, a piece of ancient wall along the roadway curtilage of the front lawn has been removed. Given the historic nature of this wall, this now needs replacing urgently (and alternative access arrangements made).

2. it would not be acceptable for this provision of refreshments to lead to more vehicular traffic using the roadway to the Hall from Birley Lane (although this is a gated roadway, the gate is usually unlocked), and thus the planning permission needs to stipulate that the consent is for walkers' refreshments, not for refreshments to those arriving by road.
