	Chris Winfield updated HPC on the major changes made to the plans for the H4H development. Despite all efforts they had not been able to secure enough funding for the full scheme. This had been reviewed and a reduced spec. scheme was now proposed with a reduced cost of £90k.
Plans were viewed. Councillors responded very positively to the changes, seeing the project as now achievable in a shorter time frame with still the potential for future additional development. Chris Winfield left the meeting after her presentation.

It was now resolved that the Clerk will advise PDNPA that HPC supported affordable housing in Hathersage and would rather see this application granted than not.
Clerk’s note: this was done by email immediately following the meeting and this reply received –

“Thank you for your further response. However, since your last response this application has been determined under delegated powers. The availability of housing that is affordable to the applicant (or their son, in this case) in the neighbouring parish of Grindleford meant that it was considered that a further new dwelling could not be justified under the terms of our housing policies, and the application was therefore refused.”
