	Simon Gedye outlined the current status of the H4H development with significantly reduced costs to £100k for which H4H had £13k allocated.

PDNPA advise that the changes would still be covered within the existing planning approval but that runs out in May 2016. The failure to achieve any substantial grant funding over the 10 years since conception had caused a total re-think of the options. Cllr Jean Monks will be attending a meeting to find out more about Leader grants and will ask questions on behalf of H4H. The next step will be to identify funding options.

	PCSO Anthony Boswell had sent a report. A vehicle had been damaged on 6th September whilst parked on Church Bank. Overnight on 1st October and 2nd October 2 quad bikes were stolen from the Abney area, an outbuilding was broken into and tools stolen. Reports of youngsters climbing on the water pump station on Mill Lane opposite the junction with Moorland Road. HPC was asked to pass a message around the village advising children not to climb on it or gather in the grounds.

	District Cllr Jean Monks introduced District Cllr Vicky Massey to HPC.

There is a change to the Christmas Refuse Collection arrangements. These will now be a day or 2 days later than the normal date for the 2 weeks following Christmas. DDDC will send out notices. Cllr Monks can award up to £1,000 for community projects over 1st October – May 2016. The Grindleford and Eyam new road repairs are on hold.  There is a District Forum meeting at ABC on 14th October. The plight of Syrian refugees – we are advised that County Councils are to take the lead in co-ordinating aid and support.

Network Rail – Hope Valley Scheme. Cllr Monks urged HPC to write to the Secretary of State expressing concerns about the scheme such that it will be forced to go to an independent review. This will mean that a third party will re-examine all the points that have been raised. HPC Transport Committee has been delegated to put the details together for a letter to the Secretary of State to achieve this aim.
