Additional overspill parking. The Clerk to write to Mellors Cutlery to ask if they would be interested in providing occasional overspill parking.

Awaiting confirmation that the yellow Lines on Station Road are to be renewed. It may be that a review of the parking, area covered by yellow lines, and possible timed parking zones are required to alleviate the issues arising.

Pannier event. A letter has been circulated regarding a proposed cycle event. The organisers wish to arrange an event based at North Lees Campsite with a timed hill climb, proposing to close Cattiside for 8 hours on 23rd & 24th April. A meeting had been held in the Outside Cafe on 18th November where the proposal were discussed and affected residents expressed their concerns. 

No formal approach has been made to HPC. Clerk to write to the organiser to ask him to review the proposals and to respond with a firm proposals including an explanation of road closure, marshalling and car parking. Suggest he contacts organisers of similar event, possibly Sheffield Tri Club.

Residents Parking
"Any residents parking scheme needs to cover hundreds of houses (in the case of Hathersage, this realistically means most of the village) and generally the majority of these houses would be without their own off street parking.  Furthermore, there would need to be the agreement of the majority of residents covered by the scheme that they want it and that they are willing to pay for it by buying parking permits.  A scheme that banned parking at certain times (eg Saturdays and Sundays) would still need residents approval and would also need to be funded via parking permits.
