A tender document in respect of the work Polysolar were unable to carry out was sent out. 3 Tenders have been received. D&C Williams £53293.60; Hurst £52017.17; Abbeycliffe £59735; Hope Valley Construction & other local builders did not tender. 
Hurst provided a detailed breakdown of the project costs, they are the cheapest quote and are contractor for the Village Centre Project.

	Polysolar contract
Polysolar required a payment of 50% of the value of the solar panels plus VAT on the full value of the solar panels with the order.

· The urgency of obtaining the solar panels in order to complete the solarium project during the swimming pool close season.

It was considered by all Councillors except Councillor Olle that in the circumstances the risk was acceptable. 

However, a report from the Clerk indicated that to make this payment at this time would contravene the Council’s Financial Regulations and therefore should not be made. The Council accepted this advice.
