MUGA - increase to £8k.
Pool refurbishment - increase to £12k.
Parish Room - increase to £8k.
Bandstand - increase to £5k.
Playing field - increase to £27k.
This would now make the Precept £56k in round figures. This was agreed by the meeting – Prop. Cllr. Wedgwood, Sec. Cllr. Rodgers.
