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1. Purpose
During 2017 the organisers of recent outdoor events were allowing their teams to mark on grass verges and paved footpaths in the village and on the surrounding roads markings to guide participants in the events. The markings were remaining on the ground for several weeks after the event. These markings were made without consultation with the Parish Council and in contravention of the guides for outdoor events published by the Peak District National Park Authority (PDNPA).

The Parish Council have therefore felt the need to publish their own policy on what is acceptable behaviour with regards outdoor events.

2. The Policy

Events in and around the village should follow the Countryside Code as published on the HM Government website here. In particular;

1. Leave no trace of your visit,

2. Leave gates and property as you find them,

3. Consider the local community and other people enjoying the outdoors, including planned parking provision for expected participants.

4. Do not cause damage or harm to plants and animals/wildlife.

Any routes should be indicated by using (for instance) removable signs or tapes, marshals, maps and/or instructions. No route markings should be in place after the event concludes (including material that may be biodegrade).
Route making materials used in the past which are not acceptable are:

· Sawdust
· Chippings
· Chalk

· Supposedly water based paints.
Advice can be given, if required.
