	The minutes of previous meeting of 30th January 2018 – were approved and signed by the chair.

	Project Progress.

Bernard Madden – reported that the clock is now very well illuminated and couldn’t be better. 
The lights have been dimmed and the dry stone walling is progressing and looking very good. Donations Post – this will have the word ‘Donation’ vertically on the post and the A4 board removed. An A4 size clip frame is to be mounted on the rear of each toilet door; a smaller ditty, different for each door will be added; 
the credits panel – the wording had been circulated for review – the meeting agreed with the final format shown; 
The Interpretation board – some copy has been circulated, Bernard Madden explained the elements and the intention for it to be placed on block board for the opening to allow for any last minute changes. Cllr. Mander said he was very pleased with the board; 
Peter Wilcockson is putting back the notice boards next week. 
Bernard Madden asked about the bench. Wedges to level the current Mellor bench will be purchased by the Parish Council; 
The curved bench with steel - Cllr. Mander said he was not in favour of this design due to another material being used. He suggested a simple flat wooden bench mounted on simple stone pillars. Simon Gedye had spoken to Green Stone & Ivy about a suggestion for stone pillars, wooden curved beams and slats. Quotes are to be obtained – it must incorporate local materials, local tradesmen, no steel work. It was agreed that Simon Gedye obtains the quotes. It was thought that maybe a prototype could be available for the opening event with the others to follow.

Tiling for the toilets – the coving is on slow delivery. There was some concern about the hygiene and smell over time of the grout between the tiles. Porosity of the grout is to be reviewed by Simon Gedye.

There was a discussion about the cleaner providing their own materials. It was suggested that toilet rolls could be purchased along with the swimming pool order.

Cllr. Rodgers has been approached with an offer (anonymous) of the toilet being twinned and sponsorship provided – it was agreed to pursue this. Also 5 stones have been retained from the old toilet block for possible use in the Millennium garden or in the dry stone walls – the stone is to be delivered to Studio Gedye in the morning and this will be discussed with Matt (T&C Williams).

Bernard Madden mentioned the state of the No Through Road street sign on the junction of Main Road and The Crofts – Highways are to be asked about refurbishment by the Clerk and also to chase the reinstatement of the pavement on H&S grounds.
Engraved stones – all are now all sold. The final one is for the stone mason. There was a suggestions of initials on bench footings to be sold for additional fund raising.
