	Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs. Mander and Whitney. Graham Markham and Bernard Madden.

	Variations in the order of business – it was agreed agenda item 5 Proposed HoH Information Board demonstration should be brought forward.

	Proposed HoH Electronic Information Board demonstration - John Anderson spoke about the proposed electronic information screen and the expected financial backing from Northern Rail. Full costs have not yet been determined as monitor size considerations would have to be determined. Chris Franks pointed out that additional costs would be the monitor mount and the installation of it which is expected to be about £800 in total. The addition of content about the village for inclusion in part of the monitor screen would have to be determined in agreement with the Parish Council. Inclusion of village information would also have to be with the agreement of Northern Rail. John Dalton confirmed that there would be no additional costs for including village information.

John Anderson stated that there will be no bus times displayed as The Valley is not equipped with the required technology. 
It is expected that there will be no cost to HPC with the Friends of Hathersage Station providing funding from Northern Rail and the Community Rail Partnership.
The Clerk confirmed that broadband installation at HoH is expected in the very near future.

The meeting agreed that the proposal should be passed to the next Full Council meeting.

	Cleaning requirements for HoH – Charlotte Staves was asked to explain how the cleaning would work with her other commitments: commitment to doing a better job than had been done with the previous facilities; a mid-day service may be required at busy times of the year; cleaning could be early morning and/or late afternoon. 
There was a discussion about the use of the kitchen and cleaning requirements. 
Shelving will be required in the cleaner’s store for storing consumables. 
Charlotte will provide her own cleaning utensils, gloves and cleaning solutions. It was suggested that the ordering of toilet rolls and hand cleanser would be purchased by the Parish Council along with such items for the swimming pool.

Cover for Charlotte’s absence will be provided by a colleague when necessary. 
The meeting agreed to pass this matter to the next Full Council meeting.

It was noted that the company that provided sanitary servicing will need to be contacted, the company that services the pool should be approached for the costs and also High Peak.

	Project Progress.

Simon Gedye updated the meeting – the floor tiling is completed and grouted. Chris Winfield asked if absolutely necessary would it be possible for a smooth service to be installed on top of the tiles – it would be possible but not expected to be necessary; Cllr. Marsden raised a question about the threshold plate – this is of commercial grade; half of the stone wall toppers are in place, to be finished tomorrow 28th March; final engraved stones are to be laid on Thursday 29th March and then the edge to the pavement made good; the Heras fencing is to be taken down Thursday 29th March; Cllr. Rodgers mentioned the trough not looking level;  Cllr. Rodgers asked if a rail would be necessary for the step when coming out of the 3rd toilet, adjacent to the cleaner’s store – Simon Gedye explained this had been discussed previously but deemed as not required, Cllr. Marsden suggested that for safety something should be installed in the very near future, Simon Gedye was asked to obtain a price from T&C Williams; the larger trough for in front of the Parish Rooms will be installed after the opening event; the village notice boards are back in place; credits panel will be put up on Thursday 29th March; clip frames have been purchased for the rear of the toilet doors; The wording for the banner on the top of the village notice boards was discussed with the final wording agreed as, ‘This noticeboard is intended for the promotion of Hathersage events and local notices only. It is monitored and updated weekly, any commercial posters or ads will be removed. No staples.  Take care with window opening. Fasten safely after use. Thank you.’; 
Cllr. Marsden commented that the prototype for the bench was excellent although suggested that the gaps between the rails should be wide enough to stop sweet papers lodging between them.
