	Public Participation –
DDDC Cllr. Jean Monks reported on – there will be an increase in council tax; permit charges for car parks are to be increased in price; refuse collection will be of black liners; there will be a public convenience review with a suggestion of additional charges on car park charges. HPC would be in favour of similar charges for the DDDC car park in the village; cleaning of gullies has now gone back to DCC.

Cllr Olle asked about the car parking assigned to Rock Lea, Station Road. – The Clerk will forward to Cllr. Olle the most recent email from Cllr. Monks.

	Mr. Russell – read a detailed letter of concern about crime in the village (a copy is held by the Clerk and it has been scanned and emailed to council members) – briefly the letter covered: the state of policing in the valley; reported crimes not being attended; brazen attitude of offenders knowing there are no police patrols anymore; Mr Russell urged HPC to review Face book pages of what is happening with regards crime in the village and to put pressure on, where possible, to improve policing in the area. It was suggested that the dormant Neighbourhood Watch (NHW) in the village is restarted. Confirmation of the police support for this and the benefit of NHW reported incidents is required before this is done.
In response to Mr. Russell’s letter, Cllr Mander reported on the investigations about substance abuse in the playground and that these enquiries found only cigarettes ends. 

Cllr. W Hanley – stated that the results of investigation of crimes committed are not being reported back to the victims.
Cllr. W Hanley – stated that CCTV evidence supplied from the village CCTV system did not appear to lead to convictions. There is an apparent alternate view of CCTV by adjacent police authorities.

Cllr. Marsden suggested that following a discussion with a Baslow resident that the NHW scheme is brought back in to life with a Hathersage co-ordinator. Benefits have been seen in Baslow by doing this.
Cllr. Mander said that the support of the Police would be required to make a NHW scheme worthwhile and that this should be assured at the outset.

Mr. Russell thought that many residents would come forward to volunteer to help with a NHW scheme.
The Clerk was asked, by the Parish Council, to write a robust letter of concern to the Crime Commissioner, DDDC, DCC and the Right Honourable Mr. Patrick McLoughlin MP and also write to Sergeant Andy Wordsworth with regards restarting the NHW scheme in the village. The Clerk was also asked to find out about the community police van that used to alternate between villages.

W Hanley has reviewed the Safeguarding RA and policy – one of his recommendations is that the key person should be the Parish Clerk and the Pool Manager the deputy or Cllr. B. Hanley as she has experience of this as a current Head Teacher. Further, the Keyperson and deputy should have enhanced DBS and training in the role. 
The Clerk will discuss the current Safeguarding arrangements with the Pool Management and enquire about available training for Key Persons.
Cllr. W Hanley has created RA for events at HoH. This will be posted on the HPC website with the other HPC policies.
Cllr. Olle pointed out that there should be no vehicles driving onto the area of the HoH as there is no dropped curb nor planning consent.
