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Hathersage Parish Council is happy to support memories of loved ones with the placing of benches and memorial plaques within the Parish.

Sites within the Playing Fields.  
To maintain the sense of 'specialness' around memorials and ensure that there is not a proliferation of benches in the Playing Fields, there will be designated Memorial Benches to which plaques can be attached.

The size and design of the plaque, and cost, including making and attaching the plaque and the future maintenance of the benches, will be confirmed at the enquiry stage.

If an alternative site within the Parish is preferred, HPC is happy to discuss any suggestions. If the site is on a favourite walk, the landowner’s permission would be required. Any benches agreed in these locations are to be paid for by the donor in their entirety (purchasing bench and plaque, making base and fitting to base).  As and when the bench needs replacing or repairing, HPC will contact the person with whom we originally had contact to ask if they would like to pay for this. If so, they can do so but if not, the bench will be removed or may be dedicated to someone else. It is the donor’s responsibility to let the Clerk know of any change of contact details, and if there is no response within a month of contact by HPC we will assume that the bench is no longer required.
Seats in need of maintenance around the village may be removed and the space offered as it comes available for a memorial bench.
 
An alternative option to a bench would be to have a memorial inscription on a stone as part of the village centre.
 
The new burial ground may have space for a number of benches, this will be determined by the Burial Ground Committee, and could be a mix of benches to fix plaques to and individual memorial benches as appropriate. 
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
