	Café lease – Chris Cave, RFO, read out the items that required clarification – the lease has never been a 15-year lease, it was initially intended to be reassignment for the rest of current term. It has only ever been a 9-year lease in the past; The outside area is a bonus so should be kept neat and tidy by the tenant; There is no mention of rights and access – it is to be suggested that the tenants state what they would like to include; Rent Review is worded in the modern term so HPC is not sure what the problem is. The rent view should be the same period as existing; Insurance rent – it is to be suggested that the tenants state what they would like to include. Chris Cave will draft a reply for review by Cllr. Eames before posting.

	Swimming Pool utility contracts – The Gas and Electricity contract expire next month (July). The Council’s brokers had obtained competitive quotations for 1, 2 and 3-year fixed price contracts. 
Gas – The Council accepted the 3-year contract with Brooke Green at a price of 2.386p pu plus a standing charge of £1,752pa.

Electricity – It was reported that green energy was more expensive than brown energy following the government’s extension of the Climate Change Levy to green energy. The Council accepted the 1-year contract with E.on at a price of 14.47p pu and a standing charge of £99pa.
Quotations had also been obtained for water, which is now open to competition. It was agreed to accept a 3-year contract with Everflow at a price of 145.59ppu for fresh water and 96.01ppp for waste water.
The treasurer was authorised to sign these contracts. It was noted that the cost could vary slightly as the price would be the price ruling on the day the contracts were signed.
