	Project Progress – 
· Bus shelter – agenda item

· Emergency cord – needs to be fixed, Clerk to speak to electrician Paul Copley
· Handrail – has been installed but will be extended further for H&S requirements.
· Letterbox – Clerk to obtain images of examples to be purchased and fitted to the wall outside the HoH office door.

· Sign posting the WC – Bernard Madden is dealing with a design for the donation post but in the meantime, signs have been fixed to the rear of The Crofts street name sign.
· Parking – agenda item.
· Planters – Cllr. Wedgwood is working with Simon Gedye on a design. The Clerk reported that a license for Objects in the Highway had been applied for from DCC.

· The water tap for watering plants was discussed. An adaptor for a hose had been bought for the tap in the cleaner’s store but while this worked initially it now keeps slipping off. The Clerk is to speak to plumber Jonathan Percival about a change of tap fitting which will secure a hose pipe.
· Anti-reflection film for the information monitor – Simon Gedye has informed the clerk recently that the correct material is on order.
· Re-cycling bins – it was thought better to delay this for now and concentrate on getting the bus shelter installed.
· External 13amp socket – this was thought to be a useful addition for events if it was switchable from within the HoH to prevent unauthorised use. The Clerk will discuss with electrician Paul Copley.

	Bus Shelter – The Clerk updated the meeting on a recent request to Alex Sidebottom DCC to challenge some of the costs for the ground works. The Clerk was asked to pursue a response in time for the next Full Council Meeting.
Cllr. Marsden suggested enquiring about a grant from the National Lottery Awards for All. The Clerk will pursue and discuss with councillors about an application

	Parking at HoH – on many occasions vehicles are being parked on the HoH area and in some cases leaving oil marks. This is something the PC wishes to discourage. It is hoped that the planters (in design) will address this. Clarification is required on the agreement within the lease for the Vets using the Parish Rooms and the Wet fish Van.
It was thought that some no parking signs had been ordered last summer but never used. The Clerk will speak to the Pool staff about this.

	Snagging and sett damage – it was pointed out that a couple of the sponsored stones were damaged. It was thought this may have been due to the stones being caught by the whacker plate during the laying of the asphalt abutting the stones. The Clerk will discuss with Simon Gedye.
The possible trip hazard outside the toilet will be discussed by the Clerk with Simon Cowling.

	HoH usage policy – the Clerk reported that a start had been made on such a policy and that Cllr. W Hanley offered to assist with this. The meeting agreed that use of the HoH should be limited to community and non-profit use such as the Gala, Christmas carols, Remembrance Day etc. Any events where refreshments are sold should be restricted so as not to impact on local businesses. For example an annual event for one charity could be followed by another such event the following month for another charity and so on throughout the year. Local businesses would not tolerate such an arrangement. The Parish Council must be very careful in that they would not benefit financially from any events using HoH. It would be recommended to Full Council that a majority number of Councillors must agree to an event that does not clearly fall within the policy. Having a policy document in place would ease the decision making by the Clerk when requests are received.
