	Declaration of interests – Cllrs. James and Jane Marsden are neighbours of Gate House Farm hamlet.

	Public participation – 
Gatehouse Farm Cottage – Mr. Winfield spoke representing neighbours of the applicants – he is seeking recommendations over the concerns about: access to proposed development; access of heavy vehicles for deliveries; the proximity of the garage to their kitchen wall which is C16 and adjacent to access route; not against improvement in the property but considered proposals are over development; there could be a loss of amenity; there is a large double garage behind the existing boundary wall – size and height of the garage are still a concern; there could be light restrictions.
Cllr. Jane Marsden explained about material considerations.

Mr. Paul Batty stated that neighbours have been contacted and meetings taken place. The proximity of the garage was explained with the previous and current plans and supporting photographs. Boundary agreement and building regulations will he believes be addressed under building regulations.

Cllr. Hanley – thought that the planning history of the site is a concern.

The Parish Council have no objections but support the application in that: the single storey extension will not impact the neighbours to the east of the property; the layout of the building will be improved; the appearance of the property will be improved by the removal of the UPVC ‘prow’. Also, the green living roof covering is welcome but the Parish Council ask that the maintenance of the living roof is ensured by future owners of the property and that due to the closeness of Sycamore trees any seedlings are removed. The height of the garage needs to be kept as low as possible so as not to impact the view and may reduce the natural light into Gate House Farm.

The Parish Council are concerned about the size and proximity of the garage to the neighbours at Little Gate House.

The position of the garage will be very close to the boundary wall where the ground level of Little Gatehouse is 2.5m below the boundary wall and the kitchen wall of the house is only 1m away from this wall, therefore the garage could have an overbearing effect and reduce natural light.

There is some confusion as to the planning history of the site which may need investigation.

There are concerns about the access to the site

On busy weekends this ATM already regularly runs out of cash. The only other access to an ATM is within a store with limited opening hours. The Parish Council are against the removal of the ATM.
