	Proposal from Isobel Mulligan (DCC) – Isobel first went through the changes which could be easily made to the TRO based on responses from the initial public consultation:
· Markings would be extended on Ladybower Drive to accommodate access for the disability bus and community transport bus.

· Markings would be extended further along Dore Lane from Station Road.

· Markings on Dale Crescent would be amended for safety.
· Markings along Ibbotson’s Croft from Crossland would be extended.

· The parking bay at the chemist on Main Road would be reduced to one space.

· Markings would be extended further along Jagger’s Lane.

· As a point of note, no comments had been received about the proposed markings on Mill Lane.

Areas that were open to discussion:

· Station Road – Isobel would carry out a further review of what could be achieved.

· Station Approach/Units and residences – there is frequently restricted access due to inconsiderate parking often for the full day. Full restrictions on one side with passing points was suggested.

· Back Lane had been mentioned in an email – the junction of Ninelands Road and Roslyn Crescent had been brought up – it was thought that this would be ‘self-managed’ by motorists.

· Isobel would review the entrance to Moorland House to assess what could be achieved.

· It was agreed not to add restrictions at Eastwood Cottages, The Dale but leave this open to review.
There was a suggestion that the current green space at Dale Crescent, The Dale could be utilised as resident only parking. This will be investigated further.

There was a discussion about the utilisation of fields for parking on a temporary basis. While some enquiries had been made to land owners these will be extended by the Clerk.

A further suggestion was that the grassed area at the junction of Dore Lane and Station Road could be permanently used for parking.

Isobel suggested that the two laybys on Castleton Road could possibly be resurfaced and parking bays marked out for out-of-village parking. This was thought to be a good idea.

Based on today’s meeting Isobel will update the TRO proposal and email to the Clerk for review by the Committee before being put out public consultation.
