Noise from extractor units; already several hot food take aways; lack of parking, obstruction of access; litter; outdoor eating area in newly refurbished HoH; conservation area; other businesses have shown an interest in taking on the building.

Change of use from an A1 (shop) to an A5 (hot food takeaway).
On 21st November 2018 the PDNPA Planning Authority presented to Hathersage Parish Council the Landscape Award for the beautiful new village centre, the Heart of Hathersage, a project which took 15 years to attain.

The location of the proposed hot food take-away, in an historic building, is within 20 yards of this area and in the village Conservation Area. This area, which took many years and much Parish Council money to achieve, has been constantly used and praised by residents and many visitors. The position of this proposed application will lead to major problems with litter, noise, smell, parking and loss of amenity. 

There will be no room for a litter bin outside this property as the land does not belong to them so litter will be scattered around our new village centre. Any of their own refuse bins will have to be located on public land on refuse collection days and could cause access problems on the public footpath outside the property. 

The proximity to numerous residential dwellings is unacceptable as, no matter how many extractor units are involved, the odour from the opening of the shop door will lead to unpleasant smells for all the neighbours.

There are already more than enough eating places on Main Road, Hathersage within a very short distance, another one is not needed especially an unhealthy food outlet. The Government are trying to reduce the number of these due to a national obesity problem.

Parking will be a considerable problem as there is no parking available at the property. The 6 parking spaces close to the property do not belong to Brook House, they belong to Bank House Restaurant and the owners of Bank House will not allow parking other than their own customers. The Right of Way will also be regularly blocked with parked cars as customers will use it to just “pop in” to the hot food take-away.

There are only 5 parking spaces on Main Road and these are very regularly full of customers to the local shops and clients to the Vets Surgery. Unable to find parking spaces, people would park on the new paved area in the village centre, where the stones are only designed for pedestrians and not for vehicles.

The A6187 in this area frequently gets congested when the bus stops and when large lorries are passing through the village, it can easily get grid locked. The added flow of traffic looking to park short term – possibly illegally - for a take way will only add to these problems.
It is interesting that the noise survey used is the one which was taken for Bank House Restaurant some time ago and was taken in the late evening when there is little village noise and traffic. As it was taken before Bank House opened, it does not include the sound of the extractor unit from Bank House. There are three extractor units within a 50-metre radius of the property. Even if each of the three extractor units runs at a legal level, the cumulative effect would be considerably louder. Although this is the main shopping street, it is also a residential area with numerous dwellings within a 100-metre radius, several within 50 metres.

It has been suggested that there have been no other parties interested in renting this property but we have been assured by some local residents that this is incorrect, as refusals have been given to them.

We hope you will consider these comments and refuse this application.
