	Consideration of the latest amended TRO proposal – Isobel reported that replies had been received from all businesses and many residents on Heather Lane and Heathers Edge following direct consultation. Following amendments based on the responses received Isobel suggested that the TRO is now moved to final consultation. This was agreed. The TRO would be put to public consultation in 2 – 3 weeks.
Several emails had been received by Isobel and HPC about congestion problems on Back Lane but it was thought further restrictions, other than those currently in the TRO, were not practical.
