	Covered Seating area – design review

A model of the proposal was presented by Simon Gedye, as few different materials as possible are incorporated, there are discrete fixings to the wall and floor.

A meeting is required with Mr. James Mee with regards access and the proposal.

The glass end panels discussed as was the oak timber support for the front glass panel. The costings obtained by Simon are:

Oak frame and bench 

£3,600

Stones bases for bench 2 x £175

£450

Roof inc glass 

£2,059

Glass front and sides 

£1,620

Gutter and down pipes 

£473

Total supplied and fitted: plus 3 stainless feet

£7,629

A request was made for the bench supports to be slightly higher than the other benches. 

It was agreed that no lighting would be required.

The Committee will be making the recommendation to HPC to accept the proposal.

Simon is to enquire with PDNPA and the Clerk is to send Sandra Harrop email to Simon.
