Could a mileage allowance be paid for disposal of rubbish? – it was agreed that mileage could be claimed at the rate of 45p per mile but that the caretaker needs to declare to his vehicle insurer that his vehicle will be used for business and to cover HPC the insurance certificate showing this should be shown to HPC annually.

2. Could he refrain from completing monthly time sheets and be salaried? – HPC want time sheets to be completed as for all other HPC employees. The time to complete timesheets should be within the hours claimed.

3. Could a tool allowance be paid to cover wear and tear of personally owned tools – in anticipation of this request a budget £50 pa had been allocated. The payment will be made annually in arrears and will be paid in March for 2018/19 and then annually.
